It provides protection to cer-
tain forms of unauthorised de-
velopment in those coloniesand
JJ clusters in the Capital from
punitive action where adequate
measures are yet to be taken.

over farm laws and fuel price hi-
ke, the minister of state (inde-
pendent charge) of housing and
urban affairs Hardeep Singh
Puri said the problem of unaut-
horised colonies predates the
assumption of office by the Na-
rendra Modi dispensation in
2014, but no previous govern-
menttook thisissue upwithany
degree of seriousness.

Hesaid it wasamatterof gre-
atshamethat between 2006 when
the process of regularisation
started and 2014, all the govern-
ments which were in power in
thecity of Delhidid nothing.

Citing a letter received by
his ministry from the Delhi go-
vernment in 2019 seeking the
extension of timeline for con-
ducting survey of unauthori-
sed colonies, Puri said that it
was then the central govern-
ment decided to bring this bill.

Two more held for thrashing

On Tuesday, police had arrested six persons, including three
women, in connection with themurder. The arrested persons we-
re identified as 48-year-old Ravinder and his wife Anita (45), Ra-
vinder’sson Tarun (23)and his wife Priyanka (21), 30-year-old De-
epaand Gaurav (19).

Earlier, a call was received at Rajouri Garden police station on
Monday regarding a quarrel in Raghubir Nagar. On reaching the
spot, police found that an injured person had already been taken to
" Guru Gobind Singh Hospital. The cops reached there and identified

the victim as 32-year-old Rupesh who was declared brought dead.
Mukesh, the brother of thedeceased, told police that their ne-
ighbours Tarun and his wife Priyanka were having a heated ar-
gument between them around 11 pm.
