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ED can’t arrest after special
court takes cognisance; SC

NEW DELHI: The Supreme
Court on Thursday ruled that
the Enforcement Directorate
(ED) loses the authority to
arrest an accused once a spe-
cial court takes cognisance of a
charge sheet filed under the
Prevention of Money Launder-
ing Act (PMLA), in a judgment
that limits ED’s power to exe-
cute arrests and emphasises
the inviolability of personal lib-
erty.
“Once cognisance is taken of
the offence punishable under
Section 4 of the PMLA, the spe-
cial court is seized of the mat-
ter. After the cognisance is
taken, ED and other authorities
named in Section 19 cannot
exercise the power of arrest of
the accused shown in the com-
plaint,” held a bench of justices
AS Oka and Ujjal Bhuyan.

A charge sheet is called a
prosecution complaint under
PMLA.

The judgment significantly
curtails ED’s authority to arrest
individuals not detained during
the investigation phase under
PMLA, noting that after the
court takes cognisance of the
agency’s complaint, the
accused are under the jurisdic-
tion of the court, rendering the
agency “powerless”.

“In such a case, an apprehen-
sion that the ED will arrest
such an accused by exercising
powers under Section 19 can
never exist,” it added.

The court added it cannot
countenance a situation where
before the filing of the com-
plaint, the accused is not
arrested but after the com-
plaint is filed and the person
appears in compliance with the
summons of the trial court, he
is taken into custody and is
forced to apply for bail. It
directed that special courts
should issue a summons to an
accused who was not arrested
during the probe, and not a

warrant.

“Hence, such a practice, if
followed by some special
courts, is completely illegal.
Such a practice may offend the
right to liberty guaranteed by
Article 21 of the Constitution of
India,” said the bench, rejecting
ED’s contention that after an
accused appears before a spe-
cial court in compliance with
the summons, he shall be
deemed to be in custody and
must secure bail.

It clarified that if ED wants
custody of the accused who
appears following summons,
the agency will have to seek
permission of custody from the
special court, which will hear
the accused as well and will
record reasons why someone
notarrested during the investi-
gation has to be arrested at that
stage.

The judgment further
declared that an accused, who
is not arrested by ED during a
probe but appears before the
special court pursuant to issu-
ance of a warrant, does not
need to satisfy the stringent

45 of PMI

Secuon 45 of PMLA stipu-
lates that the public prosecutor
must be given an opportunity
to oppose the bail application
of the accused.

Furthermore, it requires the
court to be convinced that
there are reasonable grounds
to believe the accused is not
guilty and is not likely to com-
mit any offence while on bail.
These conditions generally
make it challenging for an
accused in a money laundering
case to secure bail.

“If the accused appears
before the special court by
summons, it cannot be treated
that he is in custody... When
the special court deals with an
application for cancellation of a
warrant, the special court is
not dealing with an application
for bail. Hence, Section 45(1)
will have no application to such
an application,” held the top
court bench, adding that
such an accused does not need
to satisfy the twin conditions
for bail under Section 45 of

PMLA.

The verdict arose from a
case questioning whether an
accused not arrested during the
investigation period under
PMLA would be required to
meet the stringent bail condi-
tions if they appear before the
court after the trial court sum-
mons them or issues warrant
for their failure to show up,
after the special court has
taken cognisance of the
offence.

Senior advocate Sidharth
Luthra represented the accused
in the case. Additional solicitor
general SV Raju appeared for

ED.

The court also deliberated
on whether the accused could
apply for bail under the regular
provisions of the Code of Crimi-
nal Procedure (CrPC) if they
appear pursuant to a summons
issued by the special court
under PMLA.

The legal questions in the
case stemmed from a Punjab
and Haryana high court order
that denied pre-arrest bail to
several accused in a money
laundering case linked to an
alleged land scam involving
revenue officials.

The Supreme Court granted
interim protection to the
accused in January.

In the case, the Supreme
Court cancelled the warrants
issued against the accused sub-
ject to their appearing before
the special court and furnish-
ing an undertaking that they
will regularly show up during

KOZHIKODE: A Kerala court on
Thursday sentenced a 25-year-
old man to a cumulative 58
years' imprisonment for repeat-
edly raping a 1l-year-old girl
back between 2020 and 2021 at
her home.

The Nadapuram Fast Track
Special Court (FTSC) Judge
Suhaib M sentenced the accused
to varying durations of punish-
ments for separate offences
under the Protection of Children
from Sexual Offences (POCSO)
Actand the IPC for a total of 58
years, Public Prosecutor Manoj
Aroor sai

However, as the sentences are
to be served concurrently and
the maximum jail term given to
the man is 20 years, he will serve
20 years in prison, Aroor said.

The court also imposed a fine
of Rs one lakh on the convict, the
prosecutor said.

The convict was sent to the
central prison at Thavanur in
Malappuram district of the state,
he said. According to the prose-
cutor, the accused made over-
tures of affection towards the
girl and raped her several times
between October 2020 to Febru-
ary 2021 when no one was home.
The assault came to light after
she disclosed what happened to
her when she was housed in a
children’s home in Kozhikode.

Seized cash belongs to
Jharkhand minister: ED

RANCHI: The ¥32.2 crore cash
seized from the residence of an
alleged associate of Jharkhand
minister Alamgir Alam
belonged to the lawmaker, the
Enforcement Directorate (ED)
told special a PMLA court in
Ranchi on Thursday, a day after
the 70-year-old state parliamen-
tary affairs and rural develop-
ment minister was arrested on
‘money laundering charges after
two days of questioning.

On May 6, ED launched
searches at various locations in
Ranchi, including the premises
of Alam’s personal secretary
Sanjeev Kumar Lal and his
domestic help Jahangir Alam,
and recovered 332 crore and 33
crore in cash at separate places,
all in 500 notes. Lal and
Jahangir Alam were arrested by
the agency the next day, while
the minister was arrested on
Wednesday.

On Thursday, the federal
agency produced the senior Con-
gress leader before a special
PMLA court that remanded him
in six-day judicial custody.

In its production-cum-re-
mand petition, the federal
agency alleged that recovery of

Alamgir Alam

several official documents on let-
terheads, which would have
been kept under possession of
Lal, from the residence of
Jahangir establish that Lal was
using this premise for keeping
documents, records, cash and
other belongings related to
Alam.

“..Searches were conducted at
different premises of the Sanjeev
Kumar lal, the secretary of min-
ister Alamgir Alam; Jahangir
Alam (close associate of Sanjeev
Kumar Lal) and other persons
and huge amount of cash to the
tune of 375 crore (approx.) was
seized, which includes seizure of
332.2 from the premise of
Jahangir Alam. In the present
case, it is ascertained that the
said seized cash of ¥32.2 crore,
which was found and seized
from the Jahangir Alam’s resi-
dence, pertains to Alamgir Alam
and same was collected by

Jahangir Alam at the instruction
of Sanjeev Kumnar Lal who in
turn was doing so on behalf of
Alamgir Alam,” the petition filed
by ED stated.

Alam’s lawyer AK Kanth said,
“My client voluntarily appeared
before the ED as soon as a sum-
mons was issued to him. There is
no evidence against him so
far..He should not have been
arrested as he extended his full
cooperation in the probe.

The money laundering inves-
tigation pertains to alleged irreg-
ularities in the state’s rural
development department and
purported corruption involving
contractors appointed for the
implementation of government
schemes during the regime of
the state’s former rural develop-
ment minister Veerendra Kumar
Ram, who was arrested in Feb-
ruary 2023 for amassing 100
crore in wealth.

State Congress president
Rajesh Thakur said, “The arrest
was uncalled for and an attempt
to tarnish his image during elec-
tion time as the minister was
cooperating in the investigation.
Ifhe had any ill motive he could
have avoided appearing before
the ED after the first summons.
The matter is in people’s court.
Justice shall be ensured.”

By restricting ED's post-cog-
nisance arrest powers, the
judgment sought to address
potential abuses where an
accused, complying with court
summons, could be taken into
custody and forced into the
complex and stringent bail
process under PMLA.
