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Aviation Turbine Fuel price hiked by 5.6%,
commercial LPG rate down 37 per cylinder

ATF price was increased by Rs 5,078.25/kilolitre to Rs 95,533.72/kl in Delhi

NEW DELHI: The price of Jet
fuel, or ATF, on Saturday was
hiked by a steep 5.6 per cent
while the rate of commercial
LPG that is used in hotels and
restaurants was cut by Rs 7 per
19-kg cylinder in the monthly
revision done in line with the
benchmark international prices.

The aviation turbine fuel
(ATF) price was increased by
Rs 5,078.25 per kilolitre, or 5.6
per cent, to Rs 95,533.72 per ki
in the national capital - home
to one of the busiest airports in
the country, according to state-

owned fuel retailers.

The hike follows a reduction
in rates by 1.5 per cent in the
previous revision on January 1.

Prior to that, prices were
increased twice - Rs 2,941.5 per
k1 (3.3 per cent) on November 1,

and by Rs 1,318.12 per kI (1.45
per cent) on December 1,2024.

The ATF price in Mumbai
was increased to Rs 89,318.90
on Saturday, from Rs 84,511.93
per kl previously. Oil firms also
reduced the price of commer-
cial LPG by Rs 7 to Rs 1,797 per
19-kg cylinder in Delhi.

This the second reduction
in the rate after five straight
monthly hikes in commercial
LPG price. The price was cut by
Rs 14.5 per 19-kg cylinder at the
last revision on January 1,2024.

In five price hikes prior to

the two rounds of cuts this year,
commercial LPG rate had been
hiked by Rs 172.5 per 19-kg
cylinder.

Commercial LPG now costs
Rs 1,749.50 per 19-kg cylinder
in Mumbai, Rs 1,907 in Kolk-
ataand Rs 1,959.50 in Chennai.
Prices of ATF and LPG differ
from state to state depending
on the incidence of local taxes
including VAT.

The rate of cooking gas used
in domestic households, how-
ever, remained unchanged at Rs
803 per 14.2-kg cylinder. Tl

ments. The estimate, which has been
categorised under 'miscellaneous capi-
tal receipts for FY26' is higher than the
revised estimate for FY25, which has
been lowered to 133,000 crore, the doc-
uments revealed.

The government is also maintaining
itsstrategy of not having aseparate dis-
investment target, which began with the
budget of February 2024. The lower
estimate of FY26 compared with FY25
underscores the government’s appr-
oach of taking a limited number of assets
to the market for strategic disinvest-
ment and minority stake sales.

“Last vear’s [gencral] elections
slowed down the process. My sense is
asset monetisation will be pursuedin a
bigway this year asthey embark on the

second phase,” said Madan Sabnavis,
chiefeconomist at Bank of Baroda.

The department of investment and
public asset management (Dipam) is
going ahead with its disinvestment of
IDBI Bank, which will spill over to FY26
as the financial bidders are identified
and approved by the Reserve Bank of
India.

Stake salesin BEML, Shipping Corp.
of India, HLL Lifecare Ltd, and Project
& Development India Ltd are also ongo-
ing, but most are progressing slowly.
Stake salesinother entities such asCon-
tainer Corp.of India are vet tobe taken
up, while some—including those of
Bharat Petroleum Corp. Ltd and Pawan
Hans—have been scrapped.

The government said it intends to
look at disinvestment and dividends
holistically, since dividends from pub-
lic-sector stocks that would otherwise
have been sold will add to its overall
receipts. It will continue with its strategy
of focusing onwealth creationand cre-
ating value forsharcholders.

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Over 60 LPG cylinders

loaded in truck explode
in Gzb; no casualties

GHAZIABAD: More than 60
cooking gas cylinders loaded
in a truck en route to Ghazi-
abad blew up in an explosion
early Saturday, the fire depart-
ment said.

The explosion was caused
by a fire around 4 am, likely
due to friction in the cylinders,
officials said.

At least four furniture
shops in the vicinity turned
into ashes and some vehicles
parked nearby also got burned,
they said.

Chief Fire Officer Rahul
Pal said that it took more than
eight fire tenders around 90
minutes to douse the flames.
No casualties were reported.

The sound of the explosion
and the consequent mayhem
sent people nearby scamper-
ing to safety, with many vacat-
ing their houses.

According to officials,
when the driver noticed the
fire, he parked the truck near

a petrol pump. Soon after, the
blasts happened, and the staff
deserted the pump, which was
also later shut.

Eyewitnesses said a few cyl-
inders fell into the petrol pump
premises but did not explode.

Dinesh Kasana, an office
bearer of the district unit of
the BJP, claimed that around
100 cylinders exploded.

BJP Loni MLA Nand
Kishore Gurjar demanded a
probe into the blast.

“The officers of the gas
refilling plant must be pun-
ished. It could be a danger to
Hindon air base;” he said, refer-
ring to the base situated at an
aerial kilometre distance away
from the blast site.

Khatuali MLA Madan
Bhaiyya, who lives in Loni,
expressed his concerns about
the presence of three petroleum
companies in the Teela Morh
area. “A major accident may
occur anytime.” AGENCIES
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
